Surface Preparation: Preferred method is abrasive blast to ISO 8501-1 SA2.5. 
 

  Manual Clean 
     Chip, scrape and wire brush to remove all loose millscale, rust,   
  etc. Degrease with Dacrylate Thinner R5.

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Application:  May be applied by conventional or airless spray.  Up to 10%    

  Dacrylate Thinner R5 may be added to obtain optimum spray   
  characteristics. 
 
     Apply to an approximate wet film thickness of 190 microns to   
     achieve  75 microns dry film thickness. 
 

Due to the fast drying nature of this product only small areas and  
narrow sections can be brush applied.  Apply with a full wet brush, 
do not attempt to ‘brush out’ or ‘lay off’. 

 
 

Note 1: This product is designed to be used on large industrial items and is 
not suitable for use on smaller components.  Due to the nature of 
the material, bag wrapping, stacking etc. should not be carried out as 
damage to the coating may occur. 

 
Note 2:    Should a second coat be required, allow a minimum of 4 hours  

drying or preferably leave overnight between coats.  The maximum 
over coating time is indefinite and is subject to normal good 
housekeeping practices for preparation and cleanliness between coats.  
 

N.B.   Polychromatic colours such as RAL 9006 and RAL 9007 may be 
susceptible to slight variations in colour depending on application 
methods and the type of paint.  In order to obtain the best colour  
and appearance, these colours are best spray applied. 

 
Clean-Up:   Dacrylate Thinner R5.
