Lacquer ref:150-226. May also be applied over suitable Dacrylate

Application:   Stir thoroughly before use. 
 

Apply by brush or conventional spray. (May require up to 10% 
Dacrylate Thinner R5 to achieve optimum spray characteristics. 

 
Overcoating With Clear Lacquer To Prevent Tarnishing 

 
By Brush Application: 
Apply one or two coats of Dacrylate Clear Acrylic Glaze, ref:103-1. 
By Spray Application: 
Apply one coat of Dacrylate Clear Acrylic Lacquer, ref:8-39. 

 
Note: Even when overcoated with clear protective lacquers, the 
gold effect may darken/discolour over a period of time especially 
in industrial atmospheres.
